Minutes for August 24, 2005
The meeting was called to order at the home of Russ and Tammy Owens.  Those in attendance were board members, Lori Barlar, Russ Owens, Ronna Watkins and new Member-At-Large Nedra Frain.  Richard White was also in attendance to present the entrance landscaping ideas and bids.
Old Business

Minutes from the June 24th, 2005 meeting were read.  A motion was made and seconded to approve with no modifications.

New Business

1. An overwhelming majority of the POA votes received were in favor of changing the POA Board Term Limits from four to two years. The idea is that by shortening the term limits it will allow for fresh leadership and more neighborhood involvement.  If terms limits are shortened to two years the incumbent will have the option to be re-elected at the end of the term.

2. A motion was made to accept the wording for ballot presentation of Item #1:  with regards to Article III, Paragraph 1 of the covenants on Board of Directors.  The motion was made and seconded to approve.

3. An Official Ballot will be sent to property owners with these minutes and should be returned by September 15th, 2005 to Ronna Watkins at 1504 Breckenridge Street, Rogers, AR  72756.  A two-thirds majority vote is needed in order for the election to pass and an official change to be made to the covenants.  Board members will actively remind property owners to cast their votes over the next month.
4. The board has received countless complaints and would like to remind residents that Parking Overnight on any street of the subdivision is PROHIBITED and is clearly stated in Article II paragraph 10 of the covenants.  In addition, Article II paragraph 29 allows for enforcement and civil action against any person(s) in violation or attempting to violate such covenant. 5. The common property at the entrance and the back gate has been deeded to the Breckenridge POA.  Going forward the POA will be responsible for insurance and taxes on this property.  Nedra Frain will be seeking quotes on liability insurance for the property.  Additional expenses resulting from this newly acquired asset must be included in the 2006 budget which will be established by December 1st, 2005.

6. Per last meeting minutes landscaping ideas were gathered from the neighborhood and discussed with area landscape architects.  Richard White gave a presentation on the landscaping ideas and bids for drawing up plans he received from three independent landscape architects.  A recommendation was made to proceed with hiring Landscapes Unlimited to draw up plans for the entrance at a cost of approximately $450.00.  A motion was made and seconded to approve.  Once Landscapes Unlimited completes the plans for the entrance they will be presented to the entire POA for approval.      
7. The board would also like to remind residents to slow down and adhere to the speed limits in order to keep our neighborhood safe. 
8. Concerns of neighborhood safety and recent near accidents have been received regarding neighborhood children playing in the streets with no or little supervision.  For the protection of your own children please do not leave them unsupervised while playing in the street.

9. A few plants at the entrance have recently gone missing.  Please keep a watch out for any suspicious activity.
It was moved and seconded to adjourn the meeting.
