Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, September 16, 2008
I. Call to order
Mike Kyle called to order the regular meeting of the BSPOA at 7:00pm on Tuesday, September 16, 2008 in Dan Batson’s residence.

II. Roll call

Dan Batson conducted a roll call. The following persons were present: Mike Kyle, Steve Kinsel, Ryan Lee, Richard White, Greg Barnhart
III. Approval of minutes from last meeting
Dan Batson read the minutes from the last meeting. The minutes were approved as read.  Motion by Mike Kyle to accept minutes as read.  Second by Ryan Lee.
IV. Open issues

a) Regarding the POA fines, Mike found from Doug Shrantz that if he sends a letter and it goes to court, the judge compels the individual to pay fines, etc.  If they do not follow through, the judge can impose more fines, all lawyers’ expenses to be reimbursed to the BSPOA, and up to jail.  Mike Kyle will go to Doug Shrantz again and ask for an actual form letter.

b) Mowing… Elizabeth Smith had stated the BSPOA had found people within the neighborhood to mow empty lots, etc. out of the kindness of their hearts.  Elizabeth had just called around the community to see if any of the older kids wanted to do it.  In the past, Luke Smith had been hired by various lot owners’ to mow their lawns.  Everyone is currently maintaining their lots and we will broach the subject in Spring newsletters as well as with POA dues notices of the possibility of using Enrique, etc. for those who may not actually live here in the subdivision.  We should ask for references from the POA in the next newsletter.

Ryan will call the mowers that do the front entrance hillside.  Richard had questioned if we are having him do the mowing every week for a reason or if we can cut that back to every other week.

Mike will continue to try to get bids on the mowing of the hillside.

c) Issue was brought up about the water heads being broke each time the mowers mow on the hillside.  Ryan will send a notice to the mowers stating from this point forward, the BSPOA will be sending them the bill for each repair done on the sprinkler system caused by them.
V. New business

d) Amendment proposals... None proposed.
e) Mike had found Matt Brooks was going to be too expensive for the limited amount of work he was willing to do on the front entrance (weed & mow) and was not insured.  Mike will continue to try to find someone who can both mow and weed/spray the hillside.
f) Steve Kinsel had brought up the need to look into sealing our roads in the near future.  He will check on this for a possible future proposal to the board.
g) Greg researched our street lights and found they are the old mercury vapors.  Change to high sodium lights would be $8,800 to replace our existing street lights.  It’s about $1500 per new street light if we were to add additional street lights.  The city has refused to help.  Greg said to swap out the type of light we need (from mercury to sodium), we will be basically replacing the entire light head on the current poles.  NEWSLETTER… for adding additional lights, the board is not following up on this further due to the cost.  

Dan will talk to City Planner to see if we can get assistance from him on how we would be able to have the city replace our outdated lights.

Ryan motioned we dismiss further review of additional lights, second by Dan.
h) Dan asked about the sign on the hill.  Ryan motioned to drop the sign due to lack of participation this round with the current sign.  Second by Mike.
i) Chad Mays & Joel Brackett, etc. came to Mike for money they had for cleaning up limbs in the neighborhood.  Ryan motioned not to pay, Dan seconded.
