Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, November 25, 2008
I. Call to order
Mike Kyle called to order the regular meeting of the BSPOA at 7:00pm on Tuesday, November 25, 2008, in Dan Batson’s residence.

II. Roll call

Dan Batson conducted a roll call. The following persons were present: Mike Kyle, Ryan Lee, Dan Batson.
III. Approval of minutes from last meeting
Dan Batson read the minutes from the September 16th meeting. Motion by Mike Kyle to accept minutes as read.  Second by Ryan Lee. The minutes were approved as read.
IV. Open issues

a) Regarding the POA violations, Mike was given a letter from Boyer, Rhoads & Teague, P.A.  The board determined this letter was extremely vague and only referred us back to the Articles within our BSPOA Covenants.

b) Mowing… Elizabeth Smith had stated the BSPOA had found people within the neighborhood to mow empty lots, etc. out of the kindness of their hearts.  Elizabeth had just called around the community to see if any of the older kids wanted to do it.  In the past, Luke Smith had been hired by various lot owners’ to mow their lawns.  Everyone is currently maintaining their lots and we will broach the subject in Spring newsletters as well as with POA dues notices of the possibility of using Enrique, etc. for those who may not actually live here in the subdivision.  We should ask for references from the POA in the next newsletter.  TABLED:  Ryan motioned to table this until Spring, second by Dan Batson.

Ryan will call the mowers that do the front entrance hillside.  Richard had questioned if we are having him do the mowing every week for a reason or if we can cut that back to every other week.  RESOLUTION:  Ryan verified we were only being charged for every other week.

Mike will continue to try to get bids on the mowing of the hillside.  RESOLUTION:  Our current mowers are fine and we will make adjustments to the areas being mowed in spring 2009.
c) Issue was brought up about the water heads being broke each time the mowers mow on the hillside.  Ryan will send a notice to the mowers stating from this point forward, the BSPOA will be sending them the bill for each repair done on the sprinkler system caused by them.  RESOLUTION:  Matt Clark of Clark’s Landscaping (721-3457) will be coming to drill into the beadrock and reset the offending sprinkler head lower so it won’t continue to be hit by the mowers. 
d) Steve Kinsel had brought up the need to look into sealing our roads in the near future.  He will check on this for a possible future proposal to the board.  PENDING

e) Updating our existing street lights from the old mercury vapors to the newer sodium based ones.  Dan will talk to City Planner to see if we can get assistance from him on how we would be able to have the city replace our outdated lights.  PENDING

g) Mike Kyle presented landscaping option from Bradford Nursery, Eric Meyers (636-8393) which would be all inclusive chemical treatment, maintenance, mulch, etc. of our front entrance.  Quote was for $1800.
h) Budget (worked on together during the end of the meeting).
i) POA Dues notices and the packet of information we need to send out to the residence.  Dues notices will include the 2009 budget and I will include the Lot owner name, Lot #, and current POA listed email address for that person.  We will let everyone know that newsletters going forward will be sent via email only beginning in 2009.  This will be our enticement to have owners provide/update their email address without us having to go around soliciting them.
j) We still have an open Member At Large position on the BSPOA and Dan will mention this again in the December newsletter.  If anyone is interested, please contact any of our current BSPOA Board Members.
