I. Call to order

III. Approval of minutes from last meeting

IV. Open issues

a) Regarding the POA violations, Mike was given a letter from Boyer, Rhoads & Teague, P.A.  The board determined this letter was extremely vague and only referred us back to the Articles within our BSPOA Covenants.

NEW:  Updated letter from the lawyer was just as vague if not moreso.  Board is to create a warning letter when necessary and when it needs to go further, just send to the lawyer for his office to handle.
b) Mowing… Everyone is currently maintaining their lots and we will broach the subject in Spring newsletters of the possibility of using Enrique, etc. for those who may not actually live here in the subdivision.  We should ask for references from the POA in the next newsletter.  TABLED:  Ryan motioned to table this until Spring, second by Dan Batson.

NEW:  Dan motioned that Secretary will be the one who sends a letter to any offending lot owner who has allowed their property to grow up.  In that letter, we will suggest potential mower(s) and his/her fees, and also point out violation of POA covenant as well as city ordinance.  The city will also be contacted of the violation of the city ordinance.
 
c) Steve Kinsel had brought up the need to look into sealing our roads in the near future.  He will check on this for a possible future proposal to the board.  PENDING

d) Updating our existing street lights from the old mercury vapors to the newer sodium based ones.

V. New business

e) Mike presented a quote for $563 / head to change our street lights out from the mercury vapor TO a Metal Halide, which will be brighter.  This quote was from Jerry Oliver at Dolle Electric.  This quote swaps out the ballasts, new head & lights.  We have 11 within the neighborhood and one in the sump pump area for a total of 12 lights = $6195 including tax.
f) We still have an open Member At Large position on the BSPOA and Dan will mention this again in the December newsletter.  If anyone is interested, please contact any of our current BSPOA Board Members.
g) We need to put in the newsletter the board is now accepting nominations for President and Treasurer as well as one Member At Large positions within the BSPOA.

h) We also need to put in the newsletter an article touting the upcoming Easter Egg hunt.

i) Dan brought up that 1506 Breckenridge Loop is in violation of Article VII, Section 29, with the satellite dish being extremely noticeable from the front.  We need to send a regular notice to them via regular mail, which refers to the covenant violation asking them to please move their satellite.  If they have any questions, they can contact anyone on the board.

j) Two outstanding dues notices will be sent from the secretary to Hawes and Archer properties for late dues.  Late fees of $25 / lot will be assessed and included in those notices.  ARCOUNTYDATA.com
