Meeting Minutes

Thursday, April 22, 2010
I. Call to order
Russ Owens called to order the regular meeting of the BSPOA at 6:44pm on Thursday, April 22, 2010 at Russ Owens residence

Roll call

BSPOA conducted a roll call. The following persons were present:

II. Approval of minutes from last meeting
Dan Batson read the minutes from the last meeting. The minutes were approved as read, first by Jack White, second by Russ Owens.
III. Open issues

a) Still open from last meeting:  Dan brought up that two properties are in violation of Article VII, Section 29, with the satellite dish being extremely noticeable from the front.  We need to send a regular notice to the current residents via regular mail, which refers to the covenant violation asking them to please move their satellite.  If they have any questions, they can contact anyone on the board.  This will need to be re-sent as we have new owners in one of the residence. 
1. 02/18/10:  Dan and Russ will work together to get this completed.

2. 04/22/10:  Russ found that “roof-mounted satellite dishes are to be behind the front building setback”.  Front building setback is 25’ from the curb.  Dan motioned to consider this issue RESOLVED, second by Jack White.

b) Was brought up that one residence has only 254sqft on second floor.  We need to check this against the covenants.
Russ stated the ACC was thinking it was 600+sqft on the second floor and will check to determine what was submitted during building process.  If it is determined the house is not within covenants, we will determine next steps at the next meeting.
1. 02/18/10:  County Data is incorrect.  Jack White will contact our attorney to determine what, if anything, the BSPOA Board needs to do in order to correct this.  After Russ reviewed the original house plans in front of the POA, the plans stated one thing, but the builder blueprints show another.  Russ and Jack will contact the attorney to determine our next steps to clear this matter.

2. 04/22/10:  Jack received letter from our attorney which stated basically that it was approved 5 years ago and the builder did not finish what was proposed.  Brionne and Trish said they measured their upstairs at 350sqft and did not include the ½ of sqft of stairwell.  Based on the legal advice of our attorney, we are considering this residence grandfathered in and will consider this issue resolved as we have no legal action going forward.  COE:  ANY future plans must be scrutinized by the ACC and they must do their due diligence for all covenant requirements.  Each member of the ACC will be contacted individually and notified of this.
3. Ann Moller had asked if we had a reserve fund.  It was determined we do not have a reserve fund ‘designated’, and Jack will research this to determine what we could do going forward.

c) Dan brought up the three properties which we have not collected 2009 dues on.  We have already mailed late notices earlier this year and have also called several times.  Dan proposed to have liens placed on each property, second by Russ and all were in favor.  Jack White (Treasurer) will get with our attorney to have those liens placed.

1.  02/18/10:  Dan motioned the board place a lien on the 3 properties with 2009 dues outstanding.  Motion second by Russ Owens and all were in favor.  Jack will contact our attorney to move forward with the liens.

a. 04/22/10:  Jack contact the attourney and he said he would file the liens on lots 2, 15 & 39 for past due POA Dues + $25/lot/year late fee + interest + attorney fees.  Dan motioned Jack contact the attorney and move forward with these liens ASAP, second by Russ Owens.
2. 02/18/10:  Dan Batson offered to make phone calls to those who are currently late on their 2010 dues.  The board was in favor of this.

a. 04/22/10:  Dan had contacted 3 of those lots who he was able to have/find phone numbers for.

d) With the new covenants rolled out in 2008, the current ACC board will remain in place and treated as if they were new from the covenant revision passage.  This needs to be put into the newsletter for November to alert members so they can contest if they feel the need.

1.  02/18/10:  This needs to be placed in the next newsletter as it was not in the December newsletter.

a. 04/22/10:  Dan placed this in the newsletter via the notes.  He also stated we should put a listing of each of the current existing boards and their members to be listed in the next newsletter.  All were in favor.

e) Regular meetings schedule will be every other month beginning January… 3rd Tuesday of every other month.

f) 04/22/10:  Our dates were a little off the path on this, we will begin with the 3rd Thursday of every other month effective June.

g) Official Ballot counts were presented by Dan Batson, Secretary:
15 votes for Brionne Ouei
5 votes for Nathan Whitekiller
Elected POA Members and their positions are:
Dan Batson – Secretary
Brionne Ouei – Director Position

And both were effective at the time of the vote count.  Since Nathan Whitekiller was not present at this meeting, Dan Batson will contact him via phone to thank him for his past services.
