Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, September 27, 2011
Call to order

Brionne Ouei called the meeting to order at 6:40pm at Jack White’s residence.
Present were:

Approval of minutes from last meeting

Minutes from the meeting held on 06/21/2011 were read.  Jack White motioned to accept the minutes as read, second by Brionne Ouei and all were in favor.

Old Business
Lot #44 still has a lien on the property.

DONE  Jack presented the board with a “demand letter” template given to him by our attorney.  Our secretary will clean up this letter and post this as well as another form letter on our website for future use by the board.

DONE  Brionne and Dan will be starting a new form on our web server for all board members to utilize when members need authorization for overnight usage, etc.

DONE  Jack presented the board with an updated Expenses vs Budget for 2011.  Approved with one clerical correction on Line #13 (Social) which would be zeroed out.

DONE  Dan will post the 3 new forms, lien on, lien off, and demand letter, onto our SHARED folder on the web server for the boards future use.

New Business

The board received a letter of bankruptcy on Lot #44.  Brionne is filing the appropriate documentation where we claim the current lien on that lot in the bankruptcy filing.  PO Box will be used for the contact.  The proof of claim is due at the end of November 2011, and our claim must be filed before then.

An issue was raised with Lot #44 not mowing themselves and Russ Owens & Richard White have been mowing it.  The board is not sure if they have been contracted by the lot owner for this service, but Article 12, Section 18 states, “xxxx”.
Therefore, it is the boards decision that any billing of others mowing that lot would be the responsibility of the mower.  Per the above covenant, the board would get involved if it were to get unsightly and would then have to contact the city and then move forward after that.

An issue with trash bins being left out too long or being placed at the front side of the house rather than toward the back and/or out of sight was brought to the boards attention by a property owner.  After reviewing the covenants, the board has determined this is not covered by the covenants and is therefore a non-issue.
Secretary will remind members that over-night parking on the road is prohibited by the covenants.  The appropriate covenant will be quoted Article 12, Section 13.  If there are violations, a letter will be sent to the lot owner and the next offense will be turned over to our legal council for appropriate action.
Dan brought up the need for a sidewalk to be put in on the Lot #4 which the board approved a fence for.  Even though there is no house built on the lot, it is the lot owner’s responsibility to have a sidewalk put in upon structural building.
Jack presented the board with a Treasurer’s Report through September 20, 2011, showing YTD budget vs expenses.  One key item of note was water, which had a $395.40 hit on Q3.  This will put us ~$77 over budget on water.  Upon further investigation, Bradford checked the water timer and someone had broken into it and turned up the settings to water each time over 1.5 hours, then taped the broken plastic back.  Dan will put in the newsletter that POA owners should not mess with the water timer on the hillside, that it is the responsibility of the board to take care of such matters.
Jack wants to mention to our POA members that the water pressure is no longer adequate for our sprinkler system on the side of the hill.  Bradford and Rogers Water has actually mentioned this and told Jack that pressure had declined in our neighborhood due to so many other homes being built on up the hill.  The city is eventually going to put in larger pipelines in order to get our pressure back up, but this will probably not happen for quite some time.  In the meantime, do we have larger/better/more sprinkler heads put in on our hillside system?  Dan motioned to have Bradford asses our needs and make a recommendation to the board, which will be presented at our November 15th BSPOA meeting.  Second by Horst.
New home owners:  Lot 27, 54, 1.  Dan will be visiting each of these lots to give them a copy of the covenants as well as gather the appropriate contact information.

Adjournment

Dan Batson motioned to adjourn at 8:10pm, second by Jack White, all were in favor.
