Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, November 15, 2011
Call to order

Brionne Ouei called the meeting to order at 6:50pm at Brionne Ouei’s residence.

Approval of minutes from last meeting

Minutes from the meeting held on 09/27/2011 were read.  Jack White motioned to accept the minutes as read, second by Brionne Ouei and all were in favor.

Old Business
DONE  Brionne and Dan will be starting a new form on our web server for all board members to utilize when members need authorization for overnight usage, etc.

DONE  Dan will post the 3 new forms, lien on, lien off, and demand letter, onto our SHARED folder on the web server for the boards future use.

DONE  The board received a letter of bankruptcy on Lot #44.  Brionne is filing the appropriate documentation where we claim the current lien on that lot in the bankruptcy filing.  PO Box will be used for the contact.  The proof of claim is due at the end of November 2011, and our claim must be filed before then.  –Brionne filled in this paperwork and sent in ~ November 1, 2011.
+ Secretary will remind members that over-night parking on the road is prohibited by the covenants.  The appropriate covenant will be quoted Article 12, Section 13.  If there are violations, a letter will be sent to the lot owner and the next offense will be turned over to our legal council for appropriate action.

+ Need follow-up:  Dan brought up the need for a sidewalk to be put in on the Lot #4 which the board approved a fence for.  Even though there is no house built on the lot, it is the lot owner’s responsibility to have a sidewalk put in upon structural building.

Jack wants to mention to our POA members that the water pressure is no longer adequate for our sprinkler system on the side of the hill.  Bradford and Rogers Water has actually mentioned this and told Jack that pressure had declined in our neighborhood due to so many other homes being built on up the hill.  The city is eventually going to put in larger pipelines in order to get our pressure back up, but this will probably not happen for quite some time.  In the meantime, do we have larger/better/more sprinkler heads put in on our hillside system?  Dan motioned to have Bradford asses our needs and make a recommendation to the board, which will be presented at our November 15th BSPOA meeting.  Second by Horst.

+ Dan giving Covenant booklets to Jack White to deliver since he had not been able to deliver them by hand since the last meeting.  New home owners:  Lot 27, 54, 1.  Dan will be visiting each of these lots to give them a copy of the covenants as well as gather the appropriate contact information.

New Business

Pursuant to our September POA meeting, Jack and Horst had Bradford come out and inspect and make recommendations on our water system.  $150 was authorized for Bradford to create a diagram for us on our sprinkler system since we don’t have one and it has been needed.  Exposed PVC pipe had been broken adjacent to Lot 4.  They also found a short at the light pole which has now caused a complete fail on our watering system and monument lights for some time.  A sprinkler head was also found completely bent.
Dan motioned Jack White be given authority to have an electrician come out and asses/fix our electrical issue on the monument and at the light pole.  Board stated $350 would be allocated toward and if it is over, Jack will contact the board members.  Brionne Ouei second and all were in favor.
Parking is still an issue at Lot 23, 34, 61 which have all had complaints.  The Secretary will send out letters to each lot owner pointing out the covenant in violation and request that they adhere to all covenants in the future.
Jack motioned that we need to make an appointment to see the attorney regarding what teeth we have in enforcing these covenant issues after sending letters.  Brionne second and all were in favor.  Jack will make an appointment and Brionne & Jack (at least) will meet with the attorney before our next meeting.
Jack presented the board with a current, updated YTD Budget vs Actual Treasurer’s Report.  Dan noted that it was a good thing we were listing anticipated unpaid dues, but to move them to the INCOME category and make it a negative vs listing it as a line item in the EXPENSES.  Jack will move that item.
