Meeting Minutes

Thursday, March 1, 2012
Call to order

Brionne Ouei called the meeting to order at 6:50pm at Brionne Ouei’s residence.
Present were:

Approval of minutes from last meeting

Minutes from the meeting held on 11/15/2011 were read.  Brionne Ouei motioned to accept the minutes as read, second by Jack White and all were in favor.

Old Business
DONE - Pursuant to our September POA meeting, Jack and Horst had Bradford come out and inspect and make recommendations on our water system.  $150 was authorized for Bradford to create a diagram for us on our sprinkler system since we don’t have one and it has been needed.  Exposed PVC pipe had been broken adjacent to Lot 4.  They also found a short at the light pole which has now caused a complete fail on our watering system and monument lights for some time.  A sprinkler head was also found completely bent.

We were told after the fix that there truly was no water pressure issue so it was solely broken lines, etc.

DONE - Dan motioned Jack White be given authority to have an electrician come out and asses/fix our electrical issue on the monument and at the light pole.  Board stated $350 would be allocated toward and if it is over, Jack will contact the board members.  Brionne Ouei second and all were in favor.

The fix was implemented within budget.

DONE - Parking is still an issue at Lot 23, 34, 61, which have all had complaints.  The Secretary will send out letters to each lot owner pointing out the covenant in violation and request that they adhere to all covenants in the future.

Dan sent out NOTICE OF COVENANT VIOLATION letters on these lots and lot owners seem to have adhered.
DONE - Jack motioned that we need to make an appointment to see the attorney regarding what teeth we have in enforcing these covenant issues after sending letters.  Brionne second and all were in favor.  Jack will make an appointment and Brionne & Jack (at least) will meet with the attorney before our next meeting.

Legal council advised us of alternatives on how to enforce various sections of our covenants.  He advised us that we need to continue to send notices and once the board has determined our efforts not being valid, he suggest then turning them over to him for legal council action.  If this does not work, he state legal council would pursue further legal recourse within the courts.

Jack presented the board with a current, updated YTD Budget vs Actual Treasurer’s Report.  Dan noted that it was a good thing we were listing anticipated unpaid dues, but to move them to the INCOME category and make it negative vs listing it as a line item in the EXPENSES.  Jack will move that item.
New Business

Overnight parking was discussed at length and the board will continue to have a zero tolerance policy and our Secretary send a NOTICE OF COVENANT VIOLATION letter to the lot owner.
Dan spoke about working with Jack on the 2012 dues collections and we have done pretty well this year.  We ended up having to send out 4 late notices and currently have only 3 outstandings:  Lot 3, 44, 46.  Lot 44 is in bankruptcy and the board is working to make sure we can have current lien claims and anticipates this year’s dues as an additional lien.  These three lots now have 45 days from February 15 to pay their dues + a $25 late fee.  After such time, a lien may be placed upon the lot and interest charges begin.
Lot 44 currently owes $175.00 in past dues, late fees, lien fees, plus interest should be added at 6%/year.  This is for 2011, and 2012 will be added to this.  Unsightly growth is coming back up this year and the home appears to the board to be “abandoned”… according to our Covenants, Article XII, Section 18, the board will now notify the city of Rogers and we will assign a yard care service to tend to this lot.  All expenses will be billed to the lot owner and become due and payable upon receipt.  DAN WILL CONTACT CITY CLERK to see exactly how we file a letter with them about this tomorrow.
Lot 6 has a fence built which looks great and was approved by the ACC, however, our POA meter is now on the inside of the Lot 6 fence.  Either the meter needs to be moved or the fence needs to be redone so the board can have access to our meter.  DAN WILL SEE BUFFY (ACC) on this for discussion tomorrow and try to come up with a resolve.  Is the meter inside Lot 6 property line or is it on our community property line???
Jack brought up that dogs have been seen off leash and in some instances, dogs loose in the garage have charged out after other neighbors walking their dogs.  We will put a reminder in our next newsletter.
Jack presented the board with an initial final summary of our 2011 Income & Expense Report.  We will post this in the newsletter.  Jack will post this on our shared drive.
Dan stated we have had no nominations for Secretary or Director positions.  Currently serving for Secretary is Dan Batson and serving for Director 1 position is Jamie Newell.

Motion by Brionne to nominate Dan Batson to continue serving as Secretary.

Motion by Jack White to nominate Jamie Newell to continue serving in his Director position.

Adjournment

Brionne Ouei motioned to adjourn at 8:29pm, second by Jack White, all were in favor.
