Approval of minutes from last meeting

Minutes from the meeting held on 04/17/2016 were read. Dan motioned to accept the minutes as read, seconded by Anthony and all were in favor.

Old Business
Treasurers Report given by Dan: $16,248 balance as of today (see attached report).   All POA dues are paid and current.
Dan presented reports of all expenses from 2013 to present. He had a question about the $500 check written for fireworks in 2014 to Anthony Phelps, signed by Anthony Phelps, with “fireworks” on memo line. Brionne and Anthony said it was discussed, but not at a board meeting or in any board emails. Anthony said it was approved. No other board member affirmed this information.
Sandra and Hannah suggested the treasurer’s report be put up on the website.  They brought up issue of landscaping fees, does it include any landscaping, and why wasn’t grapevine removed by sign at front of division (was overtaking Japanese maple, so Hannah went to work on removing it). Monthly fee is for mowing only, and we are charged additional for landscaping on a per item basis.
Warren suggested putting in a retaining wall. Residents interested would need to collect signatures, followed by submission of a proposal with costs to the board in September for consideration.
New Business
Board discussed putting in a bench on the hill up to division. Plans need to be drawn up and sent to homeowners to vote.  Warren volunteered to be in charge of investigating types of benches and costs associated with purchasing and installing (bolting down) said bench. Anthony will take care of contacting contractor who put in our sidewalks for a bid for the cement slab necessary to install bench.

Dan filed a complaint on lot 2 for not mowing, so Jean needs to send out notice of violation. Lot 61, truck has been parked out on street for four nights, and no request for waiver was received, so they also need to receive a notice of violation. Lot 40 continues to have their dog off leash roaming the neighborhood and also needs to receive a violation notice.
Board discussed when we need to turn the water on for the hill. Dan suggested we turn it on at the end of this month so that it will be watered before July 4th so no danger from sparks.  Have it turned on for Tuesday, Thursday, and Saturday, and to come on in the morning, not at might.

The city has gotten back with us about going forward with the Adopt a Trail.  We need a response from residents willing to form a committee of persons who will volunteer time to maintain a section of the trail. It would be from our trailhead to fourth bridge just to Lake Atalanta.

Fourth of July parade, anyone wanting to volunteer, please contact Trish Ouei.

Dan submitted the final bill for the website. Payment was approved at last board meeting. 

Jean will contact city about overhanging trees on city side of entry hill.  Board walked down hill to look at landscaping.  Brionne will talk to Elias about weeds in flower/shrub beds and removing dead trees.
